What went well
· The change in venue was a refreshing alternative, not to mention easier to find parking

· Good social opportunity for the trainees at different points of their training to get together to see what lies in store, and see how old departments are progressing (or not!)

· Wider sharing of experience, knowledge and perspectives

· Interesting to see how the approach to problems and clinical situations changes as trainees move from primary care to secondary care
· Role play was useful in demonstrating difficulties with headache consultations

· Soapbox on electronic prescription management system was a valuable insight into future potentials in repeat prescriptions.

What did not work quite so well
· Many comments that the training requirements for GPR and hospital doctors are different and that the day was not flexible enough for the separate learning needs
· Separation of the Bath & Swindon GPRs for what could have been a combined event
Things learnt

· The importance of a good history and examination in headache diagnosis

· Avoid the use of CODEINE in headaches

· At what point to use prophylactic medication for migraines, and what treatments are available for both acute and prevention of migraines

· When and where to refer headaches 

· MDT approach to patients with MS and the role of the clinical nurse specialist

· Treatment of MS and consideration of B-interferon/steroids
